Meeting Minutes

The meeting was held at the Madison Center and was called to order by Ron Cheich, President, immediately following the dedication of the Saegmuller School sign.
Presentation by David Farner.  Mr. Farner, the park manager for Fort C.F. Smith, gave a brief presentation of various activities he oversees at both Fort C. F. Smith and Fort Ethan Allen.   He  mentioned that 2011 would mark the 150th anniversary of the beginning of the Civil War and discussed some of the efforts underway to mark the occasion. 
Arlington Historical Society.  A representative from the Arlington Historical Society shared with the members some historical items from the Saegmuller family, including a photograph of the Saegmuller School.
NCAC.  Burt Bostwick led a conversation about the Neighborhood Conservation Advisory Committee, which decides how neighborhood conservation bond funds are allocated.  OGCA has submitted a proposal for approximately $200,000 in grant money to establish a Fort Ethan Allen Room at the Madison Center, to be considered by the Committee in its Spring 2009 funding round.  The money, if obtained, would be used to establish history displays, including photo murals, display cases for artifacts and a model or diorama.  Representatives of OGCA are currently seeking permission from the County Parks and Recreation Department to use a room in the Madison Center for this purpose.  OGCA will hire a consultant to assist in the layout of the room if its grant application is approved.  Members were invited to submit other proposals for this or future funding rounds.
PEG Grant.   OGCA has applied for a $15,000 park enhancement grant that would be used at Gulf Branch to replace the entrance sign, establish a pollinator garden and repair or replace the timbers and mulch on park trails.  The Parks Committee has approved the application and the County will vote on it early in 2009.
