Minutes of Prior Meeting – Minutes for the meeting of Feb. 21, 2002 were reviewed and approved as written. 





Survey Status/Conservation Report 


Helen Duval said she planned to distribute the survey at membership meeting on April 28, and that it had already been sent to David Hunsberger for inclusion in the web site.  Several members noted that some of the numbers on the survey did not total to ‘100’.  It was agreed that the numbers would be reviewed and corrected, where appropriate. 





Helen said that she would be setting up her committee to write the Conservation Plan after the Membership Meeting, with May 1 as a goal.





President’s Report – Burt Bostwick 


Web site: the web site is up and available at www.freehomepages.com/ogca.  The name ‘Old Glebe Civic Association.org’ has been registered for a period of two years.  Many thanks to David Hunsberger for getting the site up and running for us.  David has asked for an ‘editing session’ to review, correct and complete some sections of the web site.  Burt and Kathy Fong will contact him for a mutually convenient time. 





DEA Meeting (Burt Bostwick, Katrine Pendleton, Helen Duval): Katrine, Helen and Burt reported on their meeting with Ron Carlee, the County Manager.  Gabriela Ocurio, Asst. County Manager and Howard Hudgins, Parks Dept, also attended the meeting.  Mr. Carlee said that no new alternatives had been identified as a site for the DEA.  He said Glebe Park had been looked at, but there was support for that location.  Howard said they had been looking at a site on Glebe Road just above Chain Bridge, but thought it might not be suitable for access.  He noted that the land belongs to VDOT.  Mr. Carlee asked Howard to take another look at the site.  He said he had some contacts in VDOT that might be helpful if the parking and other access issues could be worked out.  Mr. Carlee also said that they might have to revisit the ‘Orange’ Plan at Madison if no other alternative could be found.  Katrine, Helen and Burt reminded him of the many conflicts that had been identified at that site, including traffic, parking, neighbors, proximity to Tot Camp, etc. 





Katrine thought it would be a good idea to send him a copy of our most recent ‘e-letter’, so he could see that we are doing many other things besides discussing the DEA situation, and it was agreed that we should do so.





ACCF Banquet (Rich Samp, Burt Bostwick): Rich and Burt reported on their attendance at the Awards Dinner of the Arlington County Civic Federation.  It was noted that both Jay Fisette and Ron Carlee were honored for their contributions after the attacks of September 11.  Burt Bostwick sat next to Board Member Barbara Favola, and had a pleasant conversation with her about mutual friends and the DEA at Madison. 


NCAC Meeting speed cushions, DPW projects: Burt Bostwick reported that representatives of the Department of Public Works (DPW) were present for a question and answer period at the most recent NCAC meeting.  One of the criticisms they received was for the lack of proper notification of neighbors and the civic associations when they planned to undertake a major project.  They have already notified the OGCA of their plans to install a new water and sewer line along N. Old Glebe Road, starting in July and continuing for approximately 9 months. 





Discussion: 


Nominations – Kathy Fong: Kathy is to convene meeting of the Nominating Committee shortly.  The newsletter contains an article on nominations and elections of officers. 


Newsletter – Kathy Fong: The newsletter is almost ready.  We need to include Helen’s graphic on the Conservation Plan process. 


Block Captains - Bill Schwab reported on his success in recruiting Block Captains.  Approximately 30 people have agreed to serve as Block Captains, leaving only 4-5 blocks yet to be covered.  Bill is in the process of getting an e-mail folder set up for them so he can communicate on a regular basis.  Katrine will assist him with it.  Bill will ask the Block Captains to assist in the delivery of the newsletter, as one of their first tasks. 


Neighborhood Day - Bill Schwab is coordinating our efforts for May 11.  The ACFD will have a fire engine at Madison, Wally Owens will do a walking tour of Ft. Ethan Allen, and Mike Clancy, Chris Zimmerman, Ron Carlee and Chris Dorsey will be invited to attend.  We discussed the possibility of having a community yard sale at the same time, but it was thought that the logistics might be a little much to handle, with all the other activities going on.  It was suggested by Kathy Fong that we solicit contributions to set up a ‘White Elephant’ table (no clothes!), with proceeds going to the OGCA.  This idea was unanimously adopted.


Membership Meeting: has been arranged with Ike Sneed at the Madison Community Center for Sunday, April 28 from 2-4PM.  We will need help with set-up and close-down, and refreshments.  Helen Duval said she could also use an overhead projector and screen to discuss the survey.  Burt Bostwick said he would contact Madison to see if they could get one.  Elections will be held at this meeting so we will need a list of all eligible members and a ballot.  We will set the election procedures at the next Ex-Com meeting.
