Iris also discussed her representation on the NCAC.  Once the OGCA has a conservation plan, we will probably have priority in funding this will be the first OGCA conservation plan.

Traffic Calming as reported by Dick Rader


Old Glebe Road has 3,000 cars on it a day.  80% of those cars go over the speed limit.


Old Glebe Road does not qualify for speed bumps because it is used as an emergency route.


There has been a petition sent around to the neighbors that requests the county to enforce traffic calming measures. As of the meeting date, 88 people had signed the petition and they needed 92 signatures in order to send it to the county.


The traffic calming measures would include:


Narrowing the entrance between Glebe Road, Dittmar Road and Old Glebe Road


Placing textured crosswalks at Dittmar Road and at the Madison Center


Reviewing the use of speed cushions which are narrow enough for emergency vehicles to travel over but no
